GUIDELINES FOR AUTHORS
[bookmark: _GoBack]Content Order of Paper
Submitted manuscripts must be between 10 and 20 thousand symbols including spaces. The paper must be submitted as Microsoft Word files (*.doc or *.docx).
The content order of the paper should be as follows.
1. Title Page – this page should be provided as a separate attachment and should include the Title of the paper, Abstract (3-4 sentences summarizing the findings and the conclusions of the articles) and Keywords (5-6).
2. Main Body of Paper with figures and tables included as well as references (not less than 10 sources).
3. Application form – information about the authors (not required if online application form is filled in)
Text Formatting
Page size should be A4 formatting, portrait page orientation, 20 mm page margins should be used on all sides (left, right, top, bottom). Page numbers, Endnotes, Headers or Footers should not be used. Line, page and section breaks should be avoided if possible. Paragraph spacing – 1.25 cm, single line spacing, without additional spacing before and after paragraphs.
The article should be between 10 to 20 thousand symbols with spaces including the title page, main body, tables, figures and references.
Title Page
This page should be provided as a separate file.
Article Title: Times New Roman (TNR) 22, centered, followed by an empty line.
Name and Family Name of each author separated with commas followed by a number (superscript) to indicate the link to personal data below: TNR 12, centered bold, followed by an empty line.
Information about the authors beginning with the corresponding note number (superscript), TNR 10, justified, followed by an empty line.
Abstract and Keywords beginning with the new paragraph after the corresponding subtitle: TNR 12, italic, justified.
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Abstract
Abstracts should con
tain no more than 3-4 sentences, no more than 100 words in total, 
presenting the article and summarizing the findings and the conclusions. It can be used to state the problem and define the scope of the work, describe the way of solving the problem in brief and reveal major results. The abstract should reflect only what appears in the article.

Main Body of Paper
The main body of the article should include the various sections of the paper. Figures and tables should be included as part of the manuscript and not at the end. Information from the title page should not be duplicated. 
In case an abbreviation or a special symbol is used in the text, it should be first introduced in brackets after the full form of a term.
Titles of sections: TNR 12, without additional spacing before and after the paragraph, bold. Tables and figures should be numbered throughout the article.
Tables: number and caption of the table above it, centered, TNR 12. Text in the table: TNR 8, centered. No word shortening should be used. 	Tables/figures should be no more than a single page each.
Figures: black and white (shades) only, caption and number should be placed below the figure, TNR 12, centered. Figure text: TNR 8, with no shortening.
References: the number of the source in the list of references should be stated in square brackets at the end of the sentence that uses the corresponding source. The list of references should be provided at the end of the article containing not less than 10 sources: TNR 8, justified.
Equations: TNR 10, Italic, centered, numbered throughout the article. The number of equation should be placed in brackets to the right of the equation. An equation should be introduced  in the text with the link to corresponding number before it is provided in the article. The symbols used in an equation should be explained just after the equation.
Lists: no external images should be used when creating lists.
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
